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26 significant nickel-copper and PGE intervals through the main zone,
and a lower copper zone, were intersected over multiple sections.
These holes have extended Timtu both laterally and at depth, with the
discovery of significant sulfides at depth, which have relatively
untested potential. Timtu extends 200m vertically and 150m along
strike. The deposit remains open to the east, north, and at depth to the
west and is now a significant resource in the Belanger Ni-Cu-PGE
trend. Further drilling is planned for 2010.

2009 MYSTERY MAIN ZONE HIGHLIGHTS

Drilling successfully extended the Mystery Main zone. MYS09-003
intersections brought the total depth dimension to >375 vertical
metres below surface and MYS09-011 extended the main zone
eastward, making the total strike length of the deposit over 175
metres (see table below). This deposit is still open to depth and to
the east, and has an apparent steep eastern plunge.

2009 MYSTERY NORTH ZONE DISCOVERY

Drilling at Mystery also revealed the Mystery North
zone located within the hanging wall of the Mystery
ultramafics and ~75 m north of the Mystery Main
zone mineralization. Drilling has defined the North
zone as a high-grade Ni-Cu zone of approximately 5
to 8 metres true width with a vertical depth in excess
of 170 metres. The Mystery North zone remains to
be fully defined.
